(d) on each coin-activated kiddie ride, designed for the use of children,

Fifty Dollars ($50.00);

(b) As used in this Section, gambling device means any coin operated device

which, when operated, may return winnings (other than free games not redeemable
for cash) of value to the user based partially or completely upon chance, by the

operation of which a person may become entitled to receive winnings of value.

(1) It does not include pinball and other amusement machines or
devices which are predominantly games of skill, whether affording the

opportunity of additional chances or free plays or not.
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(2) It does include any slot machines, video poker machines, video

horse or greyhound race machine, pachinko, and other similar machines or

devices which afford the opportunity of winnings, payouts, malfunction
refunds to the player, or giving the player or user anything of value under any

guise or form based partially or completely upon chance.”

Section 7. Severability. If any provision of this Act or its application to
any person or circumstance is found to be invalid or contrary to law, such invalidity
shall not affect other provisions or applications of this Act that can be given effect
without the invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this
Act are severable.

Section 8. Sections 4, 5, and 6 of this Bill shall be effective 120 days upon

enactment. All other sections shall be effective immediately upon enactment.
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
