BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE TERRITORY OF GUAM:

2 Section 1. A new Subsection (c) is added to Section 43.50 of Chapter
3 43 of Title 9 GCA to read: : : '
4 "(c) Any person or corporation which is' in the business of
5 buying or selling gold, diamonds, coins, silver, or gems or jewelry
6 shall retain for a minimum of one (1) year after the last entry a log
7 book of all purchaseé made - from on-island sources, indicating the
8 nature of the items bought, the name and address of the seller, the
9 . price paid, and the date of purchase. In addition, in the case of
10 items purchased from a person not in the business of selling gold,
11 : coins, diamonds, gems, silver, 6r jewelry, the purchaser shall either
12 . take a picture of the seller, or shall obtain identification from the
13 A seller containing a picture.

18 shall retain all items purchased on Guam from persons not business
20 licensed for the purpose of buying or selling gold, diamonds, coins,
21 silver, gems or jewelry for a period of seven (7) days before selling,
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melting, destroying, or otherwise disposing of such items purchased on .

Section 3. A new Subsection (e) is added to Section 43.50 of Chapter
43 of Title 9 GCA to read: ‘

"(e) It shall be unlawful for any person to knowingly purchase.

43 of Title 9 CCA to read:

“(f). Any knowing violation of Subsections (c¢), (d} or (e) of
. Section 43.50 of Chapter 43 of Title 9 GCA shall be a misdemeanor
upon the first conviction of any such violation, and shall be a felony
of the third degree for any subsequent offense."
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
