AN ACT TO REPEAL AND REENACT § 3106 OF 
CHAPTER 3, TITLE 3, GUAM CODE ANNOTATED, 
RELATIVE TO IMPLEMENTING AUTOMATIC VOTER 
REGISTRATION IN PUBLIC HIGH SCHOOLS, THE 
GUAM COMMUNITY COLLEGE, AND THE 
UNIVERSITY OF GUAM; AND TO CITE THIS ACT AS 
THE “YOUTH VOTER ACT OF 2021.” 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF GUAM: 1 

Section 1.  Short Title. This Act shall be known as the “Youth Voter Act of 2 

2021”. 3 

Section 2.  Legislative Findings and Intent. I Liheslaturan Guåhan finds 4 

that voter registration rates and voter turnout among i manhoben (the youth) are 5 

significantly lower than that of other age groups. 6 

I Liheslatura further finds that limited civic engagement and involvement in 7 

politics among i manhoben is detrimental to a well-functioning democracy and a 8 

government that is representative of the interests of i manhoben. 9 
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Therefore, it is the intent of I Liheslaturan Guåhan to encourage and empower 1 

i manhoben to play a more active and meaningful role in government and politics by 2 

increasing opportunities to register to vote.   3 

Section 3.  § 3106 of Chapter 3, Title 3, Guam Code Annotated, is hereby 4 

repealed and reenacted, to read: 5 

“§ 3106. Other Designated Places of Registration: High Schools, the 6 

Guam Community College, and schools and colleges of the University of 7 

Guam. 8 

(a)  All public high schools, the Guam Community College, 9 

and schools and colleges of the University of Guam are designated as 10 

places of registration of electors. 11 

(b)  Registration shall take place during the normal business 12 

hours of each school or college. Each principal of a public high school 13 

shall designate at least one (1) permanent twelve (12)-month employee 14 

to act as a registration clerk on behalf of the high school. The President 15 

of the Guam Community College shall designate at least one (1) 16 

permanent twelve (12)- month employee to act as a registration clerk 17 

on behalf of the Guam Community College. Each Dean of a school or 18 

college of the University of Guam shall designate at least one (1) 19 

permanent twelve (12)-month employee to act as a registration clerk on 20 

behalf of the University of Guam. Private high schools may, at their 21 

option, be designated as places of registration. All employees 22 

designated to act as registration clerks shall meet all the qualifications 23 

of this Chapter and shall comply with all laws, rules, regulations and 24 

procedures governing the conduct of registration clerks. The 25 
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Commission shall develop rules, regulations and procedures for the 1 

appointment and training of registration clerks. 2 

§ 3106.  Automatic Registration in High Schools, the Guam 3 

Community College, and the University of Guam. 4 

(a)  All public high schools, the Guam Community College, 5 

and schools and colleges of the University of Guam are designated as 6 

places of registration of electors.  7 

(b)  Each principal of a public high school shall designate at 8 

least one (1) permanent twelve (12)-month employee to act as a 9 

registration clerk on behalf of the high school. The President of the 10 

Guam Community College shall designate at least one (1) permanent 11 

twelve (12)- month employee to act as a registration clerk on behalf of 12 

the Guam Community College. Each Dean of a school or college of the 13 

University of Guam shall designate at least one (1) permanent twelve 14 

(12)-month employee to act as a registration clerk on behalf of the 15 

University of Guam. Private high schools may, at their option, be 16 

designated as places of registration. All employees designated to act as 17 

registration clerks shall meet all the qualifications of this Chapter and 18 

shall comply with all laws, rules, regulations and procedures governing 19 

the conduct of registration clerks. The Commission shall develop rules, 20 

regulations and procedures for the appointment and training of 21 

registration clerks. 22 

(c) Each principal of a public high school shall, as a 23 

prerequisite of conferral of a high school diploma or its equivalent on a 24 

student, afford the opportunity to register to vote to every student who 25 

meets all the eligibility requirements, at the closing date of the 26 
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academic year, to register to vote pursuant to this Chapter and subject 1 

to the closing and opening of registration pursuant to § 3104 of this 2 

Chapter. 3 

(1) Refusal by any potential registrant to register to vote 4 

shall not be a basis for the non-conferral of a high school diploma 5 

or its equivalent 6 

(d)  The President of the Guam Community College and the 7 

President of the University of Guam shall, as a prerequisite of 8 

admission into each respective institution, afford the opportunity to 9 

register to vote to every applicant who meets all the eligibility 10 

requirements to register to vote pursuant to this Chapter, or if 11 

previously registered, to change their address for voting purposes, 12 

subject to the closing and opening of registration pursuant to §3104 of 13 

this Chapter; and subject to the prohibition on the transfer of 14 

registration between the primary and general election pursuant to § 15 

3107 of this Chapter. 16 

(1)  Refusal by any potential registrant to register to vote 17 

shall not be a basis for the denial of admission into the Guam 18 

Community college or the University of Guam 19 

(e)  The provisions set forth in (c) and (d) shall be conducted 20 

in accordance with the following: 21 

(1)  employees designated as registration clerks for each 22 

public high school shall provide a reasonable level of assistance 23 

to all potential registrants with respect to the completion of the 24 

voter registration application as set forth in (b). 25 
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(2)  The voter registration application shall contain the 1 

applicant’s name, residence address, mailing address if different 2 

from residence address, date of birth, and the applicant’s 3 

signature and the date of affixation of signature, and may include 4 

any other information, certifications, and declarations, including 5 

those made under the penalty of perjury, that may be required by 6 

the Guam Election Commission in order to administer a single 7 

and unified system of voter registration in accordance with 8 

applicable local and federal laws which shall enable duly 9 

registered voters to vote in all elections in their respective 10 

municipality, division or districts, including, elections for federal 11 

officers. The voter registration application must also include the 12 

statement that unlawful voter registration is a crime and any 13 

person who willfully causes, procures or allows himself or 14 

herself or any person to be registered as a voter, knowing himself 15 

or herself or other person not to be entitled to registration, is 16 

guilty of a felony of the third degree.  17 

(3)  It shall be the responsibility of each public high 18 

school, the Guam Community College, and the University of 19 

Guam to print and to have available at all times a sufficient 20 

number of voter registration forms in order to carry out the 21 

provisions of this Section; or if made available via electronic 22 

means have available the necessary equipment in order to carry 23 

out the provisions of this Section. 24 

(4)  The potential registrant shall decline to register to 25 

vote by failing to sign the voter registration form. In order to 26 
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protect the privacy of those who do not wish to vote for any 1 

reason, and of those who fail to sign the voter registration form, 2 

the voter registration form may not be used for any purpose other 3 

than to determine the person’s voter registration status.  4 

(5)  The voter registration application may be 5 

electronically submitted by the potential registrant to the 6 

respective institution in a manner prescribed by the Guam 7 

Election Commission.  8 

(6)  The completed voter registration application shall 9 

be transmitted by each public high school, the Guam Community 10 

College, and the University of Guam, to the Guam Election 11 

Commission no later than five (5) business days after the date of 12 

acceptance by each public high school, the Guam Community 13 

College, and the University of Guam. Transmission may be made 14 

by electronic means as prescribed by the Guam Election 15 

Commission, and in an electronic form compatible with the voter 16 

registration system maintained by the Guam Election 17 

Commission. 18 

(7)  For each registration electronically transmitted, a 19 

hard copy will be provided to the Guam Election Commission. 20 

(8)  Any person who has fully and correctly completed 21 

a voter registration application via each public high school, the 22 

Guam Community College, and the University of Guam, is 23 

presumed to be registered as of the date of the acceptance of the 24 

registration by each public high school, the Guam Community 25 

College, and the University of Guam, subject to verification of 26 
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the registration by the Executive Director of the Guam Election 1 

Commission, as provided in § 3102 of this Chapter. 2 

(9)  The Guam Election Commission shall have the 3 

authority to adopt regulations to implement and administer the 4 

provisions of this Section, including all registrations carried out 5 

by each public high school, the Guam Community College, and 6 

the University of Guam.”  7 

Section 4.  Severability. If any provision of this Act, or its application to 8 

any person or circumstance, is found to be invalid or contrary to law, such invalidity 9 

shall not affect other provisions or applications, and to this end the provisions of the 10 

Act are severable.  11 

Section 5.  Effective Date. This Act shall become effective upon enactment. 12
