WHEREAS, family violence is an alarming and pervasive problem throughout the nation and on Guam, and impacts millions of people each year; and

WHEREAS, violence and abuse occur in both opposite-gender relationships; and can happen to intimate partners who are married, living together, or dating; and

WHEREAS, family violence not only affects those who are abused, but also has a substantial effect on family members, friends, coworkers, other witnesses, and
the community at large; and

WHEREAS, nationally, approximately one (1) in four (4) women will experience severe physical violence by an intimate partner in their lifetime, while one (1) in
seven (7) men will experience severe physical violence by an intimate partner in their lifetime; and on average, three (3) women are killed every day at the hands of
a current or former intimate partner; and

WHEREAS, on Guam in Fiscal Year 2018, according to the Judiciary of Guam, family violence was the top offense charged, with two hundred eighty-seven (287)
cases; and according to the Guam Police Department, there were one thousand one hundred ninety-two (1,192) cases involving domestic violence, and one hundred
twenty-three (123) cases of rape or intimate partner violence; and

WHEREAS, an annual point-in-time survey conducted on September 13, 2018 by the National Network to End Domestic Violence (NNEDV) reported that in one
(1) twenty-four (24)-hour survey period, thirty-four (34) victims of domestic violence on Guam, and their children, received life-saving services from local domestic
violence organizations, Domestic violence hotlines are a lifeline for victims in danger, providing support, information, safety planning, and resources. In the twenty-
four (24)-hour survey period, local hotline staff answered twenty-eight (28) calls; and on the survey day, twenty(zo) Isin ities across Guam ded
one (1) training session provided by local d ic violence prog gaining much-needed i on d ic violence p: ion and early intervention;
